WRITING: A STORY (SB p. 44)
General Plan
Beginning: Set the scene and introduce the characters.
Middle: Narrate the events leading to the climax*.
End: Tell the climax of the story. / Talk about the characters’ feelings.
*climax = κορύφωση
Useful tips
· Your story should have a clear beginning, middle and end.
· Use clear paragraphs.
· Make good use of tenses. We mainly use past tenses. Try to use a variety of narrative tenses.
· Think of an interesting beginning; it will make the reader want to read on.
· Describe the characters’ feelings.
· Use interesting vocabulary (‘wonderful’ news instead of ‘good’ news, ‘horrible’ accident instead of ‘bad’ accident, etc)
· Use dialogue, action and detailed description to make your story sound real and your characters come alive.
