CONDITIONALS

Zero General truth/ law of nature


If you heat ice, it melts.
If-clause (s. present)      main clause (s. present)

1st type conditional (possible – present or future)
If you study, you will pass the exams.
You will pass the exams if you study.
If it doesn’t rain, we will go out.
Unless it rains, we will go out.

If –clause (present tenses) main clause (future/ modal/imperative)
If you fail, try again.
If you care about the environment, you should recycle.
If you are going out, take a jacket.
If you haven’t studied, it is too late now!

1. If you will be quiet, we can continue.
2. I wonder if he will succeed.
I don’t know if you will come back to school.
I doubt if he will live.

2nd type conditional 


(improbable present and future)
[bookmark: _GoBack]If you studied, you would pass the exams.
If-clause (s.past unreal) 
main clause (would/could/might + infinitive)

If I were you, I would go on holiday.
If I were in your shoes, I would try harder.

3rd type conditional (past/impossible to change)
If you had studied, you would have passed.
If-clause (past perfect) main clause(would +have+past participle –perfect infinitive)
