What are dreams for? Sigmund Freud famously contended that they reveal hidden truths and
wishes. More recent research, however, suggests that they may help us process intense emotions,
or sort through and consolidate memories. Some researchers have also suggested that dreams
make sense of random neuron activity, and others that they help us rehearse responses to
threatening situations. Finally, there are a few who argue that dreams have no evolutionary
function, but simply dramatize personal concerns.

Despite recent research findings, people around the world believe Freud’s hidden truths and
wishes theory, even though it is unsupported by evidence, just as the view about dreams
foretelling our future is.

Even if dreams do nothing of the above, they so seem to expose our shared fascinations and
personal fears. A study of Canadian university students, for example, found the most common
dream topics, apart from sex, are school failure, failing to do something important, being chased,
and arriving too late for something.
