Exercise: Descriptive Writing Practice
Step 1: Choose a Picture or Think of a Person

· Write a short paragraph describing the person’s appearance, using as many adjectives as you can from the list above.
· Example: "She is a petite woman with wavy, dark hair that framed her heart-shaped face. Her skin was fair, and her eyes were a warm, almond-shaped brown that sparkled when she laughed."
Step 3: Reflect and Revise
· Reread your description and see if you can add even more detail by combining adjectives or adding extra descriptive phrases.
Bonus Challenge: Write a Character Profile
· Imagine this person’s personality based on their appearance. Write a sentence or two describing their possible personality, using both physical adjectives and personality descriptors (e.g., cheerful, reserved, friendly).
