In Senior High School, Greek students get a general
type of education. Almost every town has a Senior
High School. Vocational High Schools specialize in
various sciences and technical subjects. Only cities
and big towns have an EPAL. Also, not every EPAL
covers all sciences and specializations. It s,
therefore, probable that the choice of an EPAL, on
the part of Junior High School leavers, may mean
moving from the area they live in in order to
specialize in what they want.
