· Do animals have rights?
Because rights and duties are cognate, animals cannot only enjoy being protected by rights. They will also be subject to corresponding duties. But being unable to comprehend those duties and moral foundations, animals cannot have rights.
· Why don’t animals have rights?
Animals don't need rights to be protected

The argument that animals should be treated properly can be based entirely on the need for human beings to behave morally, rather than on the rights of animals: ... Causing pain and suffering is morally wrong, whether the victim is a human animal or a non-human animal.
· Do animals have souls?
Animals have souls, but most Hindu scholars say that animal souls evolve into the human plane during the reincarnation process. So, yes, animals are a part of the same life-death-rebirth cycle that humans are in, but at some point they cease to be animals and their souls enter human bodies so they can be closer to God.
· Are animals man’s property?
Animals are considered property under the law, which limits their protections. While there has been an increase in legislation and court decisions that distinguish animals from inanimate property, these improvements have not gone far enough.
· Is it alright if we kill animals for food?
If you accept that animals have rights, raising and killing animals for food is morally wrong. An animal raised for food is being used by others rather than being respected for itself. In philosopher's terms it is being treated as a means to human ends and not as an end in itself.
Humans have no biological or nutritional need to consume meat or any animal products. When animals kill other animals for food, they do as they must, in order to survive; they have no choice in the matter.
· Is it alright if we use animals for hard labour?
Even if working animals are given certain measures of care, the animals lose much more than they gain from being used as laborers. The activities work animals perform can be stressful, dangerous, and sometimes lethal. This is not the case only for police dogs and animals used in the military.



· Is it alright if we use animals for entertainment?
The animal welfare answer
The use of animals to entertain human beings is wrong from the welfare point of view because: it removes animals from their natural habitat and social structure. It involves the animal in performances that are foreign to their natural behaviour. It may involve cruelty in training the animal.

· Which treatment is considered unethical?
The unethical treatment of animals is largely due to the fact that we as humans do not believe animals are sentient (capable of feeling pain or pleasure).
