


CAUSATIVE FORM
We use causative form to say that someone else does the action for us.
HAVE/GET SOMETHING DONE
ACTIVE: Sally tidies her room once a week. (By herself)
PASSIVE: Sally’s room is tidied once a week. (Focus on the action)
CUSATIVE: Sally has her room tidied once a week. (Someone else does it for her)
When we want to focus on the person who does the action for us
1. Have + somebody + bare infinitive
Ex. Sally has her mum tidy her room. (της το ζητησε)
2. Get + somebody + full infinitive
Ex. Sally gets her mum to tidy her room. (την επεισε)
 3. a. Make + somebody + bare infinitive
Ex. Sally makes her mum tidy her room. (την αναγκασε)
b. Let + somebody + bare infinitive
Ex. My boss didn’t let me take the day off.
