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1. Exchange – to change places
2. Hostage – a person held by force by criminals to ensure their safety
3. Siege – taking over control of an area or business by armed force
4. Culminated – escalated to 
5. Petty crimes – minor crimes
6. State Prosecutor – the lawyer that represents the state or country and is trying to convict the offender.
7. Surveillance – to be followed and watched carefully 
8. Radicalism – extreme political, religious beliefs and behaviors
9. Proximity – closeness, close relations
10. Obtained – got hold of
11. Monitored – watched
12. Interior Minister – elected political officer in charge of affairs of the state
13. Outskirts – the outer limits of the city
14. Military barracks – buildings where military personnel live while training 
15. Riot police – the department of the police that is called in when riots occur
16. Squad – group of officers that are considered a team
17. Punctured lung – a condition when air escapes the lung into the chest cavity (πνευμοθώρακας – πήξη πνευμόνων) 
18. Evacuate – empty a building or space when an emergency arises
19. Swap – exchange
20. Assault – attack
21. Gunman – attacker with a gun
22. Suspect – someone who is believed to have committed a crime and in on trial for it.
23. Solitary Confinement – Being in jail or prison is a cell and not be allowed to interact with the other prisoners.
24. Intelligence – Secret Service Police and Military who find information through different measures.  (Μυστικές Υπηρεσίες)
