· Tempting – (adj.) – to tempt- making something desirable. Βάζω σε πειρασμό.
· Array – (n) wide variety / selection. Μεγάλη ποικιλία
· Newness – (n) something new and fresh. Φρεσκάδα
· Irresistible – (adj.) something that is hard to pass up. Ακαταμάχητο
· Spare a thought – (phrase- idiom) have time to think about, take into consideration.  Άφησε μια σκέψη
· Impact – (n) have a strong effect on something or someone. επίπτωση
· Catwalk looks – (phrase) the fashion presented in big fashion shows by top name designers. Η καινούρια μόδα / οι εμφανίσεις τις πασαρέλας 
· To cut corners – (phrase) to take shortcuts, not to do things the right way, to leave out important health or safety precautions in order to save time or money. Κάνω εκπτώσεις,( μεταφορικά)
· Toxic chemicals- (n) – substances that are very dangerous for people, animals and the environment. Τοξικά χημικά
· Vibrant – (adj.) – very bright, lively Έντονα, ζωντανά (χρώματα)
· Fabric finishes (n) details on clothes such as buttons, fringe, zippers and others that can be functional or decorative.  Τελειώματα σε ρούχα όπως φερμουάρ, κουμπιά, στάμπες, κρόσσια κ.α. που εξυπηρετούν λειτουργικό ή πρακτικό σκοπό.
· Appealing (adj) – to appeal – something that is attractive, that draws attention. Ελκυστικό 
· Garments (n) – clothes, clothing items – ενδύματα
· Textile – (n./adj.) – anything having to do with fabric, the making of fabric, threads, clothes, etc. κλωστοϋφαντουργία 
· Dying – to dye (v) – to change the color of something by adding a colored substance. Χρωματισμό, χρωματίζω, βαφή, βάφω.
· Hazardous – (adj.) – Very dangerous, deadly. Πάρα πολύ επικίνδυνο.
· Banned – to ban- (adj./v) – to make illegal, to forbid. Απαγορευμένα, απαγορεύω 
· Regulated – to regulate - (adj./v) – To control the use or circulation of something (i.e. a substance). Ρυθμισμένα, ρυθμίζω
· Accumulative – (adj.) – Growing or gathering with gradual increase. Επισωρευτικός,  αργή, σταδιακή συσσώρευση
· Excrete (v) – to separate and expel waste. Εκκρίνω 
· Metabolize – (v) -  to use the chemicals process of the body to break down what is taken in and turn it to energy.  Μεταβολίζω.
· Disruptive – (adj.) – Causing or tending to cause trouble and stopping something from continuing as usual. Αποδιοργανωτικό.
· Domestic – (adj.) For home use, having to do with the home.  Οικιακό.
· To shed – (v) – to let something fall off as part of a natural process.  Μαδάω.
· Microfibers – (n) – Tiny threads, often not visible to the naked eye, that make up fabric. Μικροϊνες. 
· Minute – (adj.) – Very tiny.  Μικροσκοπικό.
· Sewage – (n) – A system that disposes of waste water and waste matter from homes and businesses. Αποχετευτικό σύστημα. 
· Shellfish – (n) – sea organism whose skeleton is on the outside in a form of a hard shell.  Οστρακοειδή. 
· Pesticides – (n) – chemicals used on plants to kill weeds and insects that might harm the plant. Εντομοκτόνα.
· Crop - (n) – the total amount collected of a plant, grain, fruit or vegetable, grown in large amounts.  Σοδειά. 
· Bollworm pest – (n) – an insect that attacks the cotton crop. Κάμπια βαμβακιού. 
· Yield – (v/n) – to bear or bring forth as a natural product especially as a result of cultivation.  Απόδοση παραγωγής.
· Emergence- (n) – the sudden appearance. Η εμφάνιση.
· Superweeds – (n) – New, strong weeds that resist pesticides.  Νέα, πιο ανθεκτικά ζιζάνια που είναι ανθεκτικά στους ψεκασμούς καλλιεργειών. 
· Livestock- (n) – The farm raised animals used for their milk or meat. Οικόσιτα ζώα κτηνοτροφίας.
· Devastating – (adj.) to devastate – (v) - highly destructive, damaging. To cause great damage or destruction. Καταστροφικό.
· Birth defects – (n) – a physical or chemical abnormality in a newborn that is caused by a variety of factors while the baby is developing as an embryo.  Γενετικές ανωμαλίες. 
· Exacerbates – (v) to exacerbate – to make a problem or a bad situation even worse.  Να επιδεινώσει. 
· Disposable income – (phrase) – Income after deductions and taxes, available to spend or save as one pleases.  Διαθέσιμο Εισόδημα. 
· Sewing - (adj./n) to sew (v) the ability or act of making fabric into clothes or other usable items by connecting fabric with thread.  Ραπτική, Ράψιμο, ράβω. 
· Mending – (n) to mend (v) – the ability to correct tears or rips in clothes or other items.  Μαντάρισμα, Μαντάρω.
· Impetus - (n) something that makes a progress or activity happen or happen more quickly. Ώθηση. 
· Donating – to donate – (v) To give away money or items so as to help others. Κάνω δωρεά, Δωρίζω
· [bookmark: _GoBack]Spun – to spin – (v) - draw out and twist (the fibers of wool, cotton, or other material) to convert them into yarn, either by hand or with machinery.  Γνέθω. 
· Knitted - to knit – (v) make (a garment, blanket, etc.) by interlocking loops of wool or other yarn with knitting needles or on a machine.  Πλέκω.
· Woven – to weave – (v) To form (fabric or a fabric item) by interlacing long threads. Υφαίνω.
· Dyed – to dye – (v) To change the color of something by using chemical colors.  Βάφω.
· Rationalize- (v) To make more efficient, especially by getting rid of anything considered excess. Να κάνεις κάτι πιο λειτουργικό και αποτελεσματικό κόβοντας τα περιττά. 
· Customisation – (n) to make or change something according to the buyer's or user's needs.  Προσαρμογή.
