Conditionals 
Two clauses:
If clause (sets condition) + result clause (gives result)
Υποθετικός λόγος.  Θέτει προϋπόθεση για κάτι.
-Zero conditional -  Laws of nature
If clause present simple + result clause present simple
Ex. If you heat water to 100 degrees, it boils.

First conditional 
If clause present simple + result clause future simple.
Ex.  If I have time, I will call you.
· If you study for the test, you will get a good grade.





Second Conditional 
If clause past simple + result clause would + bare infinitive.
· To give advice.
· To criticize 
Example :  If Mary told the truth, John wouldn’t be angry.
· If I were you, I would listen to his advice.

Third conditional:
· To offer criticism on an action that can’t be changed.  ( spilt milk – don’t cry over spilt milk)
If clause Past Perfect + result clause Would + perfect infinitive.
· Ex.  If Jenny had known the truth, she would have reacted differently.  
· If I had seen the movie, I wouldn’t have gone to see it again. 
· [bookmark: _GoBack]If you had listened to me, you wouldn’t have gotten into trouble.
