Useful Vocabulary

Martin Luther King
civil rights  the rights that each person has in a society, whatever their race, sex, or religion - πολιτικά δικαιώματα
legislative  relating to laws or the making of laws - νομοθετικό
segregation  the policy of keeping one group of people apart from another and treating them differently, especially because of race, sex, or religion - διαχωρισμός
opposition  strong disagreement - αντίθεση, αντιπολίτευση, αντίσταση
federal  relating to the central government, and not to the government of a region, of some countries such as the US - ομοσπονδιακός
inequality  the unfair situation in society when some people have more opportunities, money, etc. than other people - ανισότητα
nonviolent   (of political protest or crime) not involving fighting or the use of physical force - μη βίαιος
riots  an occasion when a large number of people behave in a noisy, violent, and uncontrolled way in public, often as a protest-  ταραχές, εξεγέρσεις
discrimination  treating a person or particular group of people differently, especially in a worse way from the way in which you treat other people, because of their skin colour, sex, sexuality, etc. - διάκριση
march  an event in which a large number of people walk through a public place to express their support for something, or their disagreement with or disapproval of something - παρέλαση, πορεία

civil  not military or religious, or relating to the ordinary people of a country – εμφύλιος, αστικός
coalition  the joining together of different political parties or groups for a particular purpose, usually for a limited time, or a government that is formed in this way - συνασπισμός
racism  policies, behaviours, rules, etc. that result in a continued unfair advantage to some people and unfair or harmful treatment of others based on race  - ρατσισμός
elected  to decide on or choose, especially to choose a person for a particular job, by voting - εκλεγμένος
revolutionary  involved in or relating to a revolution-  επαναστατικός
constitution  the set of political principles by which a state or organization is governed, especially in relation to the rights of the people it governs - σύνταγμα
abuses  to use something for the wrong purpose in a way that is harmful or morally wrong - καταχρήσεις
reconciliation  a situation in which two people or groups of people become friendly again after they have argued-  συμφιλίωση
segregation  the policy of keeping one group of people apart from another and treating them differently, especially because of race, sex, or religion - διαχωρισμός
overthrow  an occasion when someone or something is removed from power using force - ανατροπή
