Inversion
We sometimes use the word order of questions (inversion) for emphasis or to link new information with previous information. Inversions are more often used in formal or written English;  they are less common in conversation. Inversions are used after certain words when they appear at the beginning of a sentence or a subordinate clause.

	Rarely, Seldom, Hardly (ever), Never, Little, Scarcely, Not only…(but)…
	Rarely have I seen such a fine performance.
Not only did he miss the plane, but he lost his suitcase as well.


	Nowhere, At no time, In (no way), Under no circumstances, On no account, Under no condition
	Under no circumstances should you go there alone.
No way am I sitting next to him! (informal)

	Hardly / Scarcely…when (often with Past Perfect)
	Hardly had the concert started when a man rushed onto the stage.

	No sooner...than (when one event quickly follows another, often with Past Perfect)
	No sooner had we moved outside than it began to rain.

	Only then / later / after / if / by *only + time expression / prepositional phrase)
	Only by facing my fear, was I able to overcome it.

	Not until ( the inversion is in the main clause)
	Not until much later did I understand his strange behavior.

	Adverbs of place ( Here, There, Opposite, …)
	Here once stood a 14-th century castle.

	So . neither / nor (to show agreement)
	Paul complained to the manager and so did I.
Mary wasn’t invited and neither was Jane.

	As ( = the same is true for)
	The house was built of wood as were most buildings as that time.

	In conditional sentences with auxiliaries were, had and the modal should where if is omitted 
	Should you run into Jenny, tell her to call me.
