A. Research Stage
Delegates must understand India’s identity, priorities, and global role.

1. Research India’s background:
- Geography, population, government system, economy.
- Current Prime Minister and political structure.

2. Foreign Policy Principles:
- Non-alignment and strategic autonomy.
- South-South cooperation.
- Peaceful coexistence (Panchsheel Principles).
- Focus on sustainable development and multilateralism.

3. Committee-Specific Research:
- Identify India’s stance on each agenda topic.
- Use: India’s Ministry of External Affairs and UN Mission websites.
- Collect recent speeches, resolutions, and alliances.

Deliverable: Each delegate submits a 1-page position paper with India’s stance and proposed solutions.
B. Public Speaking and Diplomatic Language
Delegates must learn to express ideas formally and diplomatically.

1. Practice Opening Lines:
- “Honourable Chair, distinguished delegates, the delegation of India believes…”
- “India reaffirms its commitment to…”

2. Diplomatic Tone:
- Replace confrontation with courtesy: “India respectfully disagrees.”
- Avoid ‘I think’; use ‘India believes’ or ‘we propose’.

3. Activities:
- 1-minute impromptu speeches on random global issues.
- Press conference simulation: answer questions as Indian diplomats.
- Peer feedback on voice, tone, and clarity.
C. Negotiation and Resolution Writing
Delegates should learn the process of building consensus and drafting resolutions.

1. Resolution Structure:
- Preambulatory Clauses: describe the problem (using verbs like 'Recalling', 'Recognizing').
- Operative Clauses: propose actions (verbs like 'Urges', 'Calls upon', 'Encourages').

2. Forming Alliances:
- India cooperates closely with developing nations (BRICS, G77, Global South).
- Balance cooperation between East and West diplomatically.

3. Practice Activities:
- Mock lobbying session: form blocs and negotiate.
- Draft a short sample resolution based on India’s policy.
D. Ambassador Speech & Presentation Skills
The Ambassador represents the country during the Opening Ceremony.

1. Practice delivering the Ambassador speech provided.
2. Focus on posture, clear voice, calm pacing, and confidence.
3. Record and review speeches for improvement.
4. Nonverbal communication: confident stance, eye contact, and composure.
