📘 Grammar Study File: Conditionals
🔹 1. First Conditional (Type 1)
✅ Use
We use the First Conditional to talk about:
· real and possible situations in the future 
🧠 Form
If + Present Simple → will + base verb
👉 Example:
· If it rains, I will stay at home. 
🔁 Variations
· If it rains, I may/might/can stay at home. 
· If it rains, stay at home. (imperative) 
⚠️ Important Rules
· ❌ NOT: If it will rain 
· ✔️ Correct: If it rains 

🔹 2. Second Conditional (Type 2)
✅ Use
We use the Second Conditional to talk about:
· unreal or imaginary situations in the present or future 
🧠 Form
If + Past Simple → would + base verb
👉 Example:
· If I had more time, I would travel more. 
💡 Special Rule
· We often use were instead of was: 
· If I were you, I would study more. 

🔹 3. Key Differences
	First Conditional
	Second Conditional

	Real possibility
	Unreal / imaginary

	If + Present
	If + Past

	will + verb
	would + verb

	Example: If I study, I will pass.
	Example: If I studied, I would pass.



🔹 4. Extensions & Advanced Uses
🔸 A. Unless (= if not)
👉 Used in both types
· If you don’t hurry, you will miss the bus.
➡️ Unless you hurry, you will miss the bus. 

🔸 B. Modal Verbs in Conditionals
First Conditional:
· If you study, you can pass. 
· If it rains, we might stay inside. 
Second Conditional:
· If I had money, I could buy a car. 
· If she studied, she might pass. 

🔸 C. Imperatives in First Conditional
· If you see him, tell him the truth. 
· If you are tired, go to bed early. 
🔸 D. Zero Conditional (Quick Reminder)
Used for general truths:
If + Present → Present
👉 Example:
· If you heat water, it boils. 

🔸 E. Mixed Ideas (Basic Level)
Sometimes we mix meanings:
· If I were taller, I could play basketball.
(present unreal situation) 

🔹 5. Common Mistakes
❌ If I will see him, I will tell him.
✔️ If I see him, I will tell him.
❌ If I was you, I would go.
✔️ If I were you, I would go.
❌ If I would have money, I would travel.
✔️ If I had money, I would travel.

🔹 6. Useful Time Expressions
· If you finish early… 
· If it rains tomorrow… 
· If I had more time… 
· If I were rich… 




🔹 7. Practice Tips
✔ Look for:
· If clause → condition 
· Main clause → result 
✔ Ask yourself:
· Is it real? → First Conditional 
· Is it imaginary? → Second Conditional
