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Past Continuous Tense – Actions in progress
Form: was / were + -ing   e.g. She was running /  They were studying
We use the Past Continuous tense to

· talk about an action that was in progress at a specific point in the past 
e.g. At 8 o’clock last night father was watching a news programme.

· talk about events or actions which were in progress for some time in the past
     e.g. We were dancing all night long.

· talk about two or more actions which were in progress at the same time in the past
     e.g. Sue was washing the car while Mark was watering the flowers.

· Talk about an action that was in progress and was interrupted by another. For the action that was in progress we use the Past Continuous while for the one that interrupted it we use the Past Simple tense.
e.g. As Nick was speaking, the lights went out / Mary was listening to music when I gave her a call.

· create the atmosphere and set the background of a story.
     e.g. All small creatures were happy in the forest. The birds were singing, the rabbits    
     were playing and the wild ducks were swimming in the lake.
