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Argentinian artist Marta Minujín's monumental replica of the Greek Parthenon created with 100,000 copies of banned books, symbolises resistance to political repression and the dangers of suppressing free speech. 

The artist had created a full-scale replica of one of the world’s most famous structures, the Parthenon in Athens, constructed entirely from censored books.

The temporary exhibition in 2017 was held in the same location where the German Nazis burned hundreds of thousands of censored books in the 1930s and 1940s, that were written by authors who were of Jewish descent, or had pacifist or Communist sympathies
