The Spartans don't have enough land to
cultivate. But they don't leave their land to
make colonies elsewhere. They take the
neighbouring area at war and make its
inhabitants slaves. The slaves of the Spartans
are called Helotes and do not belong to the
citizens but to the city-state.

The Spartans have built a state with a very
strong army because they fear that the Helotes
will stand up against them. All civilians are
soldiers and almost never leave their city.

The city of Sparta is oligarchic. Two small
groups govern: the Ephors who are five and the
Gerousia who are twenty-eight. There are also
two Kings with no power.
